CLERK’S CORNER

Hi again everybody... Wow ~ the summer is really flying
by!

| took a tour of the city on trash day (Tuesday) with the
trash hauler. 1’d like to thank each of you who keep their
trash neat, orderly, and remove your cans shortly after the
pickup. Unfortunately, not everybody keeps their trash
neat, so 1’d like to review the “rules” for trash collection.
Waste containers shall be not less than 20 gallons or more
than 35 gallons in capacity and shall be leak proof, water
proof, and fitted with a fly tight lid which shall be kept in
place except when depositing or removing the contents.
They shall have handles and be of a type originally
manufactured for the storage of residential wastes with
tapered sides for easy emptying. The total weight of any
container and contents shall not exceed 50 pounds. One
large item (couches, chairs, tables) will be picked up on
the first collection of the month.

The trash hauler cannot be expected to clean up for you.
They are to empty the trash and return your cans to your
property. Please help them out by keeping your trash
orderly.
The Buffalo Activity Center is getting air conditioning!
The Kaufmann Companies (Buffalo’s own) submitted the
low bid and was awarded the contract. Each room will
have it’s own roof unit and will operate independently of
each other. The building is used sporadically (except, of
course, the City Offices which are open daily) and the air
can be used in the rooms when they are in use.

Buffalo’s Ethanol plant is closer to reality. Council will
adopt a resolution on August 14™ which will officially
support the effort. The City will enter into an agreement
with Alter Barge Lines (the company who will run the
plant), which will allow the City to apply for grants to
assist with the necessary modification to Highway 22.
There will be no cost to the city for this.

Finally, the city has a website ~ www.buffaloiowa.org.
It’s still in its infancy, but all minutes and agendas are
available there. The site only costs $60 per year for
hosting and is being maintained by Tanna and I. Please
pass on any suggestions ~ our goal is to present the City of
Buffalo as it is ~ warm and friendly.

Most people are unaware of the new rules and
regulations that are being implemented by the
City of Buffalo along with many other Cities of
the State. These new polices are requirements
required by the State of lowa. They are packaged
in what is called "Storm Water Control” which
requires a permit from the State of lowa under the
guidelines of the National Pollutant Discharge
Elimination System Act (1987). As you have
probable guessed the reason I'm putting this in
the paper is to make the public aware of some
new regulation that will affect you. The one that |
see the most and will have to quit is discharging
grass clipping into the street and curb. Under the
new regulations this will be a misdemeanor and
you can be fined. Another one, although | don't
see it very often, is dumping of used oil, be it in
alleys, driveways, curbs or streets. Again this is
a misdemeanor and fines can and will be issued.
All of these new rules are with the best intentions
for us and generations to come to have the
highest quality water possible.

OLDTIME POPCORN BALLS
. 2 quarts popped popcorn
1/2 cup molasses
1/2 cup sugar
1/3 cup water
1 tablespoon vinegar
1 tablespoon butter
1/4 teaspoon baking soda
Place popcorn in a large bowl and set aside.
In a heavy saucepan, combine molasses, sugar, water,
vinegar, and butter.

Cook, without stirring, over medium heat until the
mixture reaches 235 degrees on a candy thermometer
(soft-ball stage).

Add baking soda and stir well.

Remove from heat.

Immediately pour over popcorn, stirring gently with a
wooden spoon until well coated.

When cool enough to handle, quickly shape into 3 inch
balls, dipping hands in cold water to prevent the syrup
from sticking.

Makes 6 to 8 servings.
