                    BVFD Notes  

The BVFD spent 62 man hours responding to 18 
emergency call in January.  We responded to 16 

EMS calls, 1 structure Fire and 1 Vehicle Accident.  
The members also performed 23 man hours of 

monthly maintenance on the station and 
equipment in conjunction with their assigned 

crews. 
For those of you that listen to the BVFD on your 
scanners, effective February 19th, we will be 
dispatched on the Scott County Fire frequency 
(154.220 mhz).  In 1975 the BVFD became the first 
fire department to be paged out by the Scott 
County Sheriff’s dispatch center.  Thirty-three 
years ago communications were not what they are 
today and reception in Buffalo terrible at best.  We 
designed a system in which the dispatcher would 
transmit communications through a telephone line 
to the fire station; it was then decoded and sent out 
on the airwaves.  This system has worked well, but 
you had to constantly monitor the phone line and 
in the event of a power failure you usually lost all 
communications.  In the past 10 – 15 years, the 
County has installed radio towers throughout the 
County and we can now communicate almost 
anywhere we go, so with the help of a grant from 
the Isle of Capri, we were able to upgrade our 
pagers and make the switch to the County fire 
frequency.  We hope to make the final switch over 
on or about February 19th.

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CLERK’S CORNER 
Holy Mackerel – anybody else tired of snow?  I am so ready 
for spring… 
Council approved the bid from Hawkeye Paving for parking 
and a sidewalk at the BAC.  The bid was for $21,570 and 
Buffalo received a $15,000 grant from the Riverboats.  Council 
also approved placement of a Soda Machine to be placed in 
City Park, referred a request by Biscuits Gar and Grill for 
outdoor service and music to the Ordinance/Finance 
Committee, approved the annual Appreciation Dinner for 
March 22, and approved the 2nd reading of ordinance 420 
relating to Animal Protection and Control. 
The operating budget for 2008-2009 was discussed at a special 
meeting on February 11.  Council made adjustments to the 
amounts requested by the Department Heads and 
recommended the budget to Public Hearing. 
March 3rd is going to be a busy night ~ Council will hold a 
public hearing on the budget, a public hearing on the West End 
Curb and Gutter project, and at the Council meeting will 
possibly approve the budget, the WECG project, and will 
reviewing the options for our liability insurance.  Copies of the 
budget are available at the Library, here at City Hall, and on 
the City website – www.buffaloiowa.org. 
Last month I discussed the importance of the agenda when 
wishing to discuss problems with Council.  This month we’ll 
start looking at how the City operates ~ who the players are 
and the role each plays. 
John (Jack) Carson is your Mayor and was elected to his 
second 2-year term in November. He will serve through 2010.  
Gina Guizar, Christine Carson, Mitch Greer, Judy Hammons, 
and Dana Jo Smith are your Council members.  The serve 4-
year staggered terms and the next election will be in the fall of 
2010.  
The Mayor is the Executive branch of the City and is 
responsible for the day to day operations of the city.  His 
power is outlined by the Code of Iowa and the Buffalo 
Municipal Code.  Council is the legislative branch of 
government and makes all the rules.  Their power comes from 
the group ~ as individuals they cannot make any decisions but 
must come together in a properly noticed meeting in order to 
make decisions and give directions. I like to use the train 
analogy – Council sets the train schedule and the Mayor makes 
the trains run on time. 
Going back to the snow plowing issue, Council sets the 
plowing requirements and, through the budget, authorizes 
resources to do the job while the Mayor takes those 
requirements and resources and is tasked to “get the job done”.  
If you were unhappy with the performance of the guys plowing 
the snow, you’d talk with the Mayor.  If, however, you were 
unhappy with the laws regarding snow plowing (only after a 2” 
snowfall, etc) you would want to talk with Council.   
Getting to the right person is half the battle when dealing with 
us.  If you are unsure of who to contact, feel free to call Tanna 
or I and we will help you as best we can. 
Here’s hoping for warmer weather!

River/Gulf Energy, LLC, is continuing its efforts to 
construct an ethanol plant in Buffalo, IA.  The former 
PCS facility is located in an excellent location due to a 
supportive community and because the site has access to 
transportation via river, rail, and highway.   Natural gas, 
electricity and water are also in place for a plant to 
utilize. 
 
We have spent more than $2 Million dollars over the past 
few years in engineering, consulting, and demolition 
costs in preparation for the construction of an ethanol 
plant.

We continue to focus our efforts on finding a company 
with whom to partner on a corn to ethanol facility.

Alter Barge Line and River/Gulf Grain provide 
transportation and grain procurement services 
respectively. Our Buffalo based Blackhawk Fleet 
provides barge fleeting, repair, DNR approved barge 
cleaning, and river terminal operations. 
 
We believe that exploring new technologies for an 
ethanol production facility at our Buffalo site is prudent.  
River/Gulf Energy, LLC wants to help the nation become 
energy independent while creating more jobs in Iowa.  
We are continuing to spend our time and money on 
development plans for the Buffalo site.  Developing the 
Buffalo site is important to River Gulf Energy, LLC and 
we want to express our thanks to the community for its 
support and understanding.
